Description: Wioslea was a female Vuvrian. Like all Vuvrians, she had multiple eyes located around her

head, and two large tentacles coming off the top of her head.

Biography

Wioslea lived on Tatooine and wore simple robes very similar to a Jedi Knight's. She was once even

accused of being a Jedi. She never spoke about her past, however.

She bought Luke Skywalker's X-34 landspeeder for Spaceport Speeders, a local Mos Eisley company

that bought and sold landspeeders and other vehicles. In order to finance the negotiated upfront fee for

passage aboard the Millennium Falcon, Obi-Wan Kenobi used a Jedi mind trick to persuade Wioslea into

paying 2,000 credits for the speeder, much more than it was worth.

Seven months after the Battle of Yavin, Wioslea sold a landspeeder to Senior Anthropologist Mammon

Hoole.

Wioslea was also a gambler. Due to outstanding gambling debts, at the time of Jabba Desilijic Tiure's
