Many luxury cruise lines operate Corona's, their large lounges and guest quarters, all of
which offer an unequalled view of space through massive viewports. However the lack of weapons has
meant that the ships have started to gain a reputation for being soft targets for pirates, so these ships
have started to be retired, and can be bought for a fraction of their original cost on the second hand
market.
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
